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	1. Geographical characteristics, climate 
and environment


The Kyrgyz Republic is located in the north-east of the Central Asia. The country is bounded on the north by Kazakhstan, the south-west by Uzbekistan, the south by Tajikistan, on the east and south-east by China. The total length of boundaries of Kyrgyzstan is 4,5 thsd. km, and its territory is 199,9 thsd. km2.

Kyrgyzstan is a mountainous country. Almost 90% of the total territory is located higher than 1 500 meters above sea level. 

As of January 1, 2026, the number of resident population 
of the country has made up 7,4 million people. The average population density is 37 people per square kilometer.
The capital is the city of Bishkek, whose population at the beginning of 2026 amounted to 1,4 million people.

Big cities: Osh (484,9 thousand people), Djalal-Abad (189,2 thousand people), Karakol (91,5 thousand people), Tokmok (77,2 thousand people), Uzgen (67,0 thousand people), Kyzyl-Kiya (66,1 thousand people).
The largest oblast in the area is Naryn (45,2 thousand sq. km).

The most densely populated oblasts are Osh (50 people per 1 sq. km) and Chui (49 people per 1 sq. km).

Currently, the system of administrative and territorial structure of the republic includes 7 oblasts (regions) and 2 cities of republican level, 40 administrative districts, 34 cities and 230 aiyl aimaks (village community).
There are more than 3,500 thousand rivers and rivulets and 1 923 lakes in the republic. There are 44 deposits of underground fresh and mineral waters.

The climate of the country is sharply continental, summer in the cities is rather hot, and relatively cool in the mountains. Winters are cold and snowy, especially in the highlands. The average air temperature in summer in Kyrgyzstan is +27°C, the average minimum temperature is +16°C and the average maximum temperature is kept at +33°C. In winter, air temperature is on average +1°C, the average minimum temperature is -12°C, and the average maximum temperature is kept at + 10°C.

PUBLIC AUTHORITIES AND MANAGEMENT, 
MAIN SOCIO-ECONOMIC INDICATORS 


The Kyrgyz Republic (Kyrgyzstan) is an independent, sovereign, democratic, unitary, secular and social State governed by the rule of law. State authority is based on the principle of the separation of legislative, executive and judicial power. 

The President is the Head of the State and executive power and the highest official. The President is elected by the citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic for a term of five years.

The Jogorku Kenesh - the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic - is the highest representative body exercising legislative power and oversight functions within the limits of its competence 

Executive power in the Kyrgyz Republic is exercised by the President. 

The structure and composition of the Cabinet of Ministers is set out by the President.

The Chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers is the head of the Presidential Administration.

The judicial system of the Kyrgyz Republic is established by the Constitution and laws, and consists of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court, and local courts.

In 2025, about 842 recreational facilities and tourism organizations provided reception and services to tourists, including 188 specialized accommodation facilities, 388 hotels and similar accommodation facilities, 39 other tourist facilities, 11 nature parks and reserves, 114 yurt camps, as well as 102 travel agencies, tour operators and excursion bureaus, 2,3 thousand guest houses received tourists and provided services to them.
The number of vacationers in 2025 was about more than 5 million people, of which more than 49 percent were in the Issyk-Kul region.
More than 28 thousand citizens of Kyrgyzstan and about 46 thousand people traveling in Kyrgyzstan, were sent to other countries through travel agencies in 2025, of which about 24 thousand people were citizens of other countries.
